The Duke of Edinburgh’'s Award

The DofE programme is a real adventure from beginning to end. It doesn't matter who you are
or where you're from. You just need to be aged between 14 and 25.

You can do the programme at three levels, Bronze, Silver or Gold which lead to the Duke of
Edinburgh's Award.

You achieve an Award by completing a personal programme of activities in four sections (five if
you're going for Gold)

The minimum ages for entry are:

Bronze 14 years
Silver 15 years
Gold 16 years

For those of you who would like to participate in the Award, either for the first time or to
continue with the next level, enrolment will be on Thursday 8™ January at 8.00pm in the
Creigiau Scout HQ. There will also be an introduction to the Award on that evening.

Training sessions will then probably be on Tuesday evenings over about 10 weeks and practice
navigation days in the mountains will be on selected Sundays. The qualifying expeditions will be
in the summer of 2009.

All dates of Expeditions and training will be given on the 8™

If anyone who is not an Explorer Scout would like to participate in the Award then he or she
must become a member of the Unit.

Don't forget the date - Thursday 8" January.
